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The current issue of Azhagu in your hands reports on the “Two-Day National Workshop on Digitization
of Information Sources in Libraries Using Open Source Software (OSS) in Academic Institutions”. This
highly utility-oriented Workshop was sponsored by the Indian Council of Social Science Research and it
was well organized by the Central Library of Alagappa University. In spite of financial constraints, many State
Universities have initiated the process of modernization of library facilities. It is, indeed, an urgent necessity in
the era of digitization and digitalization. Alagappa University has all along been focusing on improving library
services and adding to the infrastructure on modern lines so as to help researchers to enrich their knowledge
by way of easy access to the available sources of information. The recent adoption of Radio Frequency
Identification Technology (RIFD) to help the user community to access information without delay deserves a
special mention.

Another important event “Unite to End Violence against Women”, organized by the Centre for Women'’s
Studies, Women Empowerment Cell and Prevention of Sexual Harassment Cell in collaboration with Ford
Trust, Maruthangudi, is of significance. The U.N. Secretary General has asked all the countries to mark the
days between 25th November and 10th December by raising resources for initiatives that aim at the prevention
and termination of violence against women and girls. To ensure the safety and security of women in public
spaces and also to protect them from all sorts of humiliations and free them from patriarchal victimization,
many awareness programmes are conducted in the Third World countries and the gyno-centric literature
produced in these countries too portray the predicament of women who undergo all kinds of agonies owing
to gender-discrimination and consequent violence in the andro-centric society throughout the world.

The conference on the contribution of the revolutionary Tamil Poet Bharathidasan focused mainly on
how he had continued the legacy of his mentor Subramania Bharathi. The distinguished speakers at the
colloguium highlighted how relevant were the progressive ideas presented by Bharathidasan to the times
and the social milieu and how these ideas paved the way for progress in various social spheres, the fruits of
which people enjoy today. Equally enlightening were the speeches delivered and the demonstration shown
at the conference on the role of arts in Tamil culture and tradition conducted by the Centre for Tamil Culture.
The intrinsic connection between Tamil tradition, culture and arts was dwelt at length by the eminent scholars
who enthralled the audience. It is gratifying to recall that a grant of Rs.50 lakhs has been sanctioned by
the Government of Tamil Nadu to the Centre for Tamil Culture to set-up a Museum to showcase some rare
artefacts of antiquity and articles pertaining to the Tamil life, tradition and culture.

The issue also reports on other noteworthy happenings — research-centred and learner-friendly

programmes — in the campus.

The distinguished
speaker stressed that all students and scholars
pursuing science subjects should learn the Gas
Chromatography techniques for exact compound
separation.

The inaugural function of the Indian Council

of Social Science Research (ICSSR) - sponsored

Two-Day National Workshop on “Digitization of
Information Sources in Libraries (DIS) using Open
Source Software (OSS) in Academic Institutions”,
organized by the Central Library of Alagappa
University, was held on 15.12.2016.

Prof. S. Subbiah, Vice-Chancellor, Alagappa
University, in his Presidential Address, said that all
great leaders of the world owed their success mainly
to the reading habit and realizing the importance
of acquiring knowledge, most of them developed
libraries of their own for gaining easy access to
inspiring books. Today, due to technological
revolution, it has become easy for anyone to get
information easily. Lauding the digital initiative of
the Government, he said that modernization of
university libraries has become imperative and in
this context, he said how Ranganathan’s Fourth
Law of Library Science “Save the Time of the

Reader” has become reality today. He said that
Alagappa University has adopted Radio Frequency
|dentification (RFID) Technology to help the user
community to access appropriate information
without any delay. 50,000 affiliated colleges
students and one lakh distance education learners
of this University will ultimately derive benefit from
this, he added. The university is giving first priority
to the modernization of library facilities so as to
help the researchers to enrich their knowledge by
way of easy access to the available resources.
